6th International Symposia (2004) 
The two-day symposium was held on February 7 and 8, 2004 at the Chemical Engineers Institute of Jadavpur University. The theme, "Water Crisis and Strategies on Bengal Basin" was attended by scholars from USA, Bangladesh and India.
