Coaling, AL, April 6th, 2005 – It is not news that raw sewage is foul and dangerous; anyone who has stepped a little to close to an open manhole can tell you that.  Imagine living in a place where the stench of raw sewage is always present, where one misstep can lead to the nastiest of falls.  Our clients don’t have to imagine; they are living it.
Our clients, hard working people trying to raise families, have the misfortune of living in rented mobile homes at C & J Mobile Home Park, a property owned by Mr. Richard Mark Kincaid.  Most of the septic systems in the park are now and have been leaking.  The trailer park reeks of raw sewage, and some homes are surrounded by veritable moats of human waste.  
Worse than the sickening stench and drenched lawns are the bacteria that infest each pond of filth.  As a likely result of the bacteria, many of the park’s children are suffering from potentially incurable infections of the skin.  The community’s children have been hospitalized and forced to undergo intense antibiotic therapy.  The very damp, makeshift bicycle trails and sandboxes that brought these children such joy may have caused them debilitating sickness.
“At first, I couldn’t believe that a landlord could be so callous as to force his tenants to live in such conditions,” local attorney James Smith said.  “But, after talking to my clients and inspecting the property myself, I realized that these tenants need someone to fight for them,” he continued. 
“These poor kids are so sick,” said Adam Bourne, a recent law graduate familiar with the case.  “We’ve just got to get them some help; their lives are already tough enough.”
