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Suggestions for building MLS measurement systems based on the WinMLS software

Stationary MLS system

· Pentium PC with standard sound card

· If the environmental noise is important, the noise level form the PC should be checked

· Please contact us for information about what sound card we recommend for your measurement needs. 

Portable MLS-system

Notebook with build-in sound chip

· Light weight

· Battery powered

· Built-in sound chips usually give fairly good results (>0.2 dB deviation) in the frequency range 50 Hz-17 kHz. 
· Low price, starting from approximately $1000

· Low noise emission from most notebooks

Notebook with docking station

· For some notebooks a card station or docking station can be purchased with slots for sound cards.

· Check on the size and weight of the docking station and if it has to be powered or if it can run on batteries.

· The price may be rather high for such a system, but any sound card can be used. By choosing a high quality sound card, this system will give very accurate measurements.

· Check the noise emission, it should be low.

“Lunchbox” PC

· This is a portable PC with ISA/PCI card slots where a sound card may be put.

· It is usually heavier than a notebook.

· The price may be high.

· Battery powering is usually possible.

· Check noise emission.
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
